Step by Step instructions 
In-game safety settings: 
Add, mute, block, or report players in-game 
Set player permissions in-game 
Access family-friendly servers 
Turn off chat and external website links 
Turn on and off multiplayer 
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Turn on and off multiplayer

If you have Xbox Live multiplayer permission enabled, your local worlds have

multiplayer settings turned on by default - friends in Xbox Live to join your

world and play too.

We recommend turning off multiplayer if you want to prevent anyone from

joining your local worlds.

Go to the settings menu from the game and click the slider next to

'Multiplayer Game' to disable. To enable click again.
